Awarding Change Order #1 to Little Environments PLLC in the Amount of $7,500 to Submit an Easement for the Waterline across the Corp of Engineers Property

Explanation:
The City of Henderson has identified the Nutbush Road 12-inch waterline as a critical loop in the Kerr Lake transmission/distribution system.  Currently, the existing waterline on Nutbush Road is a dead-end line that requires constant flushing to eliminate the build-up of the disinfection by-product, TTHM, in our water distribution system.  Little Environments, PPLC was awarded the contract to complete the design and bidding of this project and has submitted all documentation to the Corp of Engineers.  The Corp of Engineers has a real estate division that requires an easement be secured prior to issuing approval of the waterline crossing Kerr Lake.  The easement will extend approximately 2,800 feet across the Corp of Engineer’s land including the lake bed where the waterline will reside.  Easement work has historically been performed on a case by case basis and is done as a change order to the Engineer’s contract.

Little Environments has presented a change order for the waterline easement which includes a meets and bounds survey, executed real estate forms and associated paperwork submitted to the Corp of Engineers.  The total cost of this change order is $7,500.

Fiscal Note:
Project funds will need to be moved from the Kerr Lake Regional Water System operating reserve fund and moved into this Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) Project.
Recommendation:  Staff recommends the approval of Change Order #1 to Little Environments.

Vance County Board of Commissioners received an offer to purchase the property located at Dorsey Avenue.  The sale of the property will be taken before the Vance County Board during their May 3, 2021 meeting.

The offer to purchase Dorsey Avenue is $3,000.  The assessed tax value is $7,725.  Unpaid County taxes total $870 and the unpaid City taxes total $670 for a total of $1,540 in unpaid taxes.  There is also $535 in accumulated interest and $2,075 in Attorney fees associated with this property.

 Adopting Tar River Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan

Explanation: 
The Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 as well as the passing of NC Senate Bill 300 in 2001, requires local jurisdictions to have a Hazard Mitigation Plan in place in order to qualify for certain types of Federal grant programs.


Further, jurisdictions are required to update their plans every five (5) years and to subject those plans for State and Federal review.

Each participating local government entity within a jurisdiction is then required to formally adopt the plan and its revisions every five (5) years in order for that jurisdiction to continue to be considered eligible for State and Federal grant dollars. This includes, among others, the City of Henderson. 

For the second five (5) year period in a row, Vance County has been part of a regional collaborative effort along with Granville, Franklin and Warren counties to develop and maintain a regional Hazard Mitigation Plan, appropriately named the Tar River Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan.

From the beginning, the development of this document was contracted out to a third party vendor utilizing Federal grant dollars (Vance County nor the City of Henderson was not the fiduciary nor the lead for either project)

Each of the four (4) counties has been directly involved with this most recent update for nearly a year.

The document has already been submitted to NC Emergency Management and to FEMA for review and both agree the document meets all necessary requirements.  

Our five (5) year cycle is due to expire on June 1st of this year; therefore, it is recommended that the document be adopted prior to that time.

It is important to note that this is not a new document.  It has been reviewed by both Board and Council before.  It is 812 pages in length factoring in the sections for each County, City and Town.  

We are confident in saying that no significant changes were made and that the document itself is in every way a living document.  Therefore, any changes determined to be needed following adoption can be made at any time.              

At this time we are asking that the Council consider adopting the document now, thereby allowing us to continue to be eligible for Federal and State grant dollars moving forward.  

The Vance County Board of Commissioners voted unanimously to adopt the revisions to the original document at their May 3, 2021 meeting.          

Your consideration is greatly appreciated.

Submission of an Application to the Bureau of Justice Assistance Bulletproof Vest Program FY 21 Grant

Explanation: 
The Henderson Police Department (HPD) is seeking funding from the US Department of Justice Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) Bulletproof Vest Program (BVP) to reimburse the City up to 50% of the cost of purchasing Ballistic Vests ($9,625) for newly hired Police Officers and to replace old vests that are either broken or have exceeded their expiration date. 

The grant would cover any vests purchased after May 2021 and after the funding for the current 2020 BJA BVP grant has been expended.  Refunds will be for the cost of body armor already submitted as part of the agency’s FY 22 Agency Budget under “Uniforms” line item.  

Should the grant (or any portion of the project approved for funding) be awarded, the grant award conditions and certifications will be presented to Council for acceptance.
